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Eight Covenants
Covenant One: Edenic Covenant (Genesis 2:16-17) Conditional on Man’s Obedience. “And the Lord God commanded man, "You are free to eat from any tree in the garden; but you must not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for when you eat of it you will surely die."
Covenant Two: Adamic Covenant (Genesis 3:15) Unconditional; God’s responsibility. “And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; He will crush your head, and you will strike his heel.”
Covenant Three: Noahic Covenant (Genesis 9:15-16) Unconditional; God’s responsibility.  “Never again will the waters become a flood to destroy all life. Whenever the rainbow appears in the clouds, I will see it and remember the everlasting covenant between God and all living creatures of every kind on the earth."
Covenant Four: Abrahamic Covenant (Genesis 12:2-3) Unconditional; God’s responsibility. "I will make you into a great nation and I will bless you; I will make your name great, and you will be a blessing. I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses you I will curse; and all peoples (those who are saved) on earth will be blessed through you."
Covenant Five: Mosaic Covenant (Exodus 19:5) Conditional on Man’s Obedience.  The Law “Now if you obey me fully and keep my covenant, then out of all nations you will be my treasured possession. Although the whole earth is mine, you will be for me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.' These are the words you are to speak to the Israelites." 
Covenant Six: Land Covenant (Deuteronomy 30:3) Unconditional; God’s responsibility. “Then the Lord your God will restore your (Israel’s) fortunes and have compassion on you and gather you again from all the nations where he scattered you (to the original land he gave you).
Covenant Seven: Davidic Covenant (2 Samuel 7:16) Unconditional; God’s responsibility.  “Your house and your kingdom will endure forever; your throne will be established forever.”
Covenant Eight: New Covenant (Jeremiah 31:31-34; Hebrews 8) Unconditional; God’s responsibility.  “The time is coming," declares the Lord, "when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah. It will not be like the (old) covenant I made with their forefathers when I took them by the hand to lead them out of Egypt, because they broke my covenant (Mosaic), though I was a husband to them, “declares the Lord.  "This is the (new) covenant I will make with the house of Israel after that time, "declares the Lord.  "I will put my law in their minds and write it on their hearts. I will be their God, and they will be my people.”
