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The Parable of the A-I-R-B-A-G

You look up ahead and you notice that the traffic begins to slow.  You’re not sure yet what has caused the slow down, but you know that something is wrong.  You drive this highway often and there is seldom a traffic jam in this area of the highway this time of day.   You then notice a couple cars pull off onto the shoulder of the road.
