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The Parable of the S-P-R-I-N-G

Sinner's - Prayer - for Redemption - Is - Necessary - for Grace

Well you’ve decided to restore an old car.  You borrow your friend’s car trailer and head on over to where the car is located.  You and a couple friends push and pull the car up on the trailer, strap it down, and bring it home.  Once it’s off the trailer, it’s time to take the car apart.  If you have restored a car before, you know two things right up front: (1) the car will come apart a lot easier and faster (and cheaper!!!) than it will go back together; and (2) once the car is disassembled, you will discover that many of the original parts will be worn beyond repair.

During almost every restoration project, one group of parts that you can always count on replacing is known by the generic term “spring.”  There are valve springs, door springs, coil springs, carburetor springs, emergency brake springs … and lots and lots of other springs that can range in size from a few millimeters on up to 18 inches in length.  Each of these springs has become worn out because of the constant wear and tear from opening and closing some mechanical or electrical device.  The continuous compress and release motion that occurs during the lifetime of the spring causes the internal structure of the metal to become fatigued, brittle, and sometimes misshapen.  And it is this continuous opening and closing motion that finally renders the spring useless.

Well when we ask Christ to come into our heart and become our Lord and Savior, He too is ready to “spring” into action to provide us with His loving gift of undeserved mercy known as grace.  The latch was released that held the tension on the spring of grace for the gentile church when the church was born on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2:4).  Christ returned to heaven and tripped the latch that allowed the Holy Spirit to come live within those who had a repentant heart.  So … if you receive the offer of salvation from Christ, and you want Christ to activate the spring that will allow the Holy Spirit to come live within you, then you must follow the two step process outlined by the apostle Paul in Romans 10:9: “That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved”.

So don’t delay.  Ask Christ today to release the latch that lets the Holy Spirit come live inside you.  All it takes is a new:
